Seating arrangements

All morning exams will start promptly at 9:00am.  
Please ensure that you are outside the exam room no later than 8.45am 


All afternoon exams will start promptly at 1.00pm. 
Please ensure that you are outside the hall no later than 12:45pm 


NO equipment will be available to borrow – YOU MUST ENSURE YOU HAVE EVERYTHING YOU NEED FOR EACH EXAM otherwise you will have to do your exam without the required equipment 
· Mobile phones MUST BE SWITCHED OFF (not put on silent mode – totally powered off!) and left in your bag. We will not collect in phones and they are left at your own risk 
 
· If your mobile phone goes off in the exam it will be reported to the Head of Centre and Head of Sixth Form. You could be disqualified from that exam or indeed disqualified from all your exams. 
 
· YOU ARE NOT ALLOWED TO WEAR A WRISTWATCH (digital or analogue), EARPHONES, EAR BUDS   
 
· Only water may be brought into an exam, any other beverage will be refused.   Water bottle labels must be removed in line with JCQ regulations.  Reusable bottles may be used but these must be completely see-through 
 
· No food, snacks or sweets allowed unless for medical reasons (it must be agreed with the Exams Officer prior in advance) 
 
· No head covering/hats are allowed in exams unless for religious reasons and the Exams Officer must be made aware of this well before the start of the PPE’s 
 
· Please remember your stationery must be stored in a see-through clear pencil case. If you do not have a clear pencil case, you can put your pens and equipment in a see-through sandwich bag.
